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SitRep: 06: Humanitarian Situation in North-West Syria
Following the Devastating Earthquake

Chances Of Survival Are Shrinking With Every Minute

On February 6, 2023, at dawn, a strong earthquake hit southern Turkey and northern Syria with a magnitude of 7.7 on the Richter scale, resulting in hundreds

of casualties and thousands of injured in Turkey and North-West Syria.

The Assistance Coordination Unit (ACU), through its field team network represented by the following departments: Early Warning Alert and Response

Network, WASH, Polio Team, Immunization Program, Information Management Unit, DPU, and M&E conducted a needs and damage assessment following
the devastating earthquake. The number of casualties in North-West Syria was 4,377 and the number of injured was 7,692 with estimates confirming the

existence of hundreds of people trapped under the rubble and statistics still ongoing.
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The number of complefely destroyed buildings was 1,764 and the number of partially desfroyed buildings was 5,771. The number of affected families from

this earthquake is over 11,000 families who are now homeless.
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Due fo the lack of facilities and the unavailability of safe havens and gathering points and the harsh weather conditions of low temperatures, rain, and snow,

and the exacerbation of the destructive aftermath over more than ten years of the ongoing war in Syria and the bombing of the regime and its allies, the

urgent
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needs are as follows:

Opening an air bridge between southern Turkey and northern west Syria to fransfer critically injured patients to Turkey and rapidly deliver medical
aid to northern west Syria.

15,076 tents for sheltering affected families who have lost their homes.

150,760 blankets and mattresses

Distributing winter clothes to affected families who have left their homes without the ability fo provide themselves with adequate clothing in very
cold weather condifions.

60,304 daily meals through mobile kitchens providing hot meals.

4,522,800 liters of heating fuel (the needs of affected families for one month)

Securing shelter centers equipped with heating and sleeping materials (blankefs and mattresses)

Opening schools and institutes and quickly equipping them to temporarily shelter the affected, in coordination with those responsible for educational
operations

Supporting hospitals and blood donatfion cenfers to save lives and freaf the injured

Providing requirements for the free civil defense from heavy machinery and equipment to extract those trapped under the rubble as soon as
possible and secure the fire of these machines.

Providing mobile clinics as most of the hospitals are overwhelmed with patients

Providing medical supplies (surgical kits) for the clinics.

Ensuring daily bread supply for the affected individuals.
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- Providing psychological support fo the affected families, children and women who have lost their loved ones during the disaster.

We call upon the international community fo assume its responsibilities and take urgent measures to save those frapped under the rubble

and consider northwest Syria a region devastated by natural disasters.

Searching for survivors under the
rubble in the town of Jandiris in the
Afrin region in the northern

counfryside of Aleppo
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Information confirms the existence of hundreds of families still trapped under the rubble, with more than 50 families still frapped in the city of
Jendiras.

The major power outfage resulted in fuel shortages in hospitals, leading fo calls for electricity companies fo ensure a constant supply.

All schools have become shelters for earthquake refugees as their homes are unsafe. And, the response to meet the needs of these refugees is
very weak, limited fo distributing small water bottles, apples, or bread slices. Some organizations have distributed blankets, but they are nof enough.
Some private hospitals refused to admit the injured unless paid, so it is necessary to contact private hospitals to cover the cost of freatment for the
injured as they are equipped with better facilifies and have greater amounts of medical equipment.

There are hundreds of unidentified corpses in the rubble of local councils and government buildings.

Electricity is still cut off in large sections of cifies and towns, while it has returned to some cifies and fowns, the infernef networks are working but
extremely slow and constantly disconnecting.

35 schools are hostfing displaced people who fled the earthquake because their homes are dangerous. The response fo the needs of these displaced
people is very weak and limited fo distributing small water bottles and one apple or a piece of bread per person. Some organizations have provided
blankefs, butf they are insufficient.

Most of the affected areas are suffering from the collapse of cenfral water tanks (cement water storage tanks) and therefore there is a need to
secure temporary fanks until damaged tanks are being repaired.

The basic need of the displaced people is fuel and heating equipment due fo the declining femperafures and depletion of fuel consumed for rescue

operations and operatfing hospital generators.
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The Free Civil Defense teams need more digging equipment and large quantities of fuel to operate their machinery, and some machinery needs
maintenance and spare parts.

Demands fo open all border crossings fo ensure the arrival of required assistance.

The Bab Al-Hawa border crossing issued a statement that, fo date, no aid convoys from any UN or Non-UN entities have arrived in northwest Syria,

despite the statement being issued on the third day after the devastating earthquake, and the opportunity to save lives is decreasing with every passing

minute.
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Information sources have reported that many civilians have suffered from nervous breakdowns and frauma due fo having their loved ones or
friends lost as a result of the earthquake. Children, women, and the elderly are also greatly affected by severe panic. Therefore, it is necessary fo
provide psychosocial support programs for those affected.

The Free Engineers Syndicate released a report aboutf the Medanki (Midan Afrin) Dam in the city of Afrin, which was also affected by the earthquake
after expert engineers visited the dam. According fo the report, “The dam was observed from the outside and no water leak was noticed. There are
long cracks on the asphalf road on the top of the dam due to the collapse and erosion of the asphalt layer fowards the south, opposite the water
storage direction.’

The village of Tlul, which is located in the Salgin subdistrict, withessed flooding that led to most of the houses in the village being submerged. The
flooding in Tlul was caused by a rise in the water level in the Assi River as a result of the opening of the Rustan Dam in areas confrolled by the
Syrian Regime. In addition, a concrete dam in Turkey also collapsed. Heavy machinery has arrived fo open the channels and mitigate the flood in
Tlul. Moreover, some houses in the villages of Hardana, Delbiya, Jakara, and Hamziyeh have been flooded, affecting approximately 1,000 homes in
these villages and forcing around 7,000 people to evacuate.

The first international aid convoy entered through the Bab al-Hawa border crossing on the fourth day of the earthquake, including six frucks.
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The healthcare sector in northwestern Syria is working at its maximum capacity for the fifth consecutive day. It also suffers from severe shortages
due to scarcity and lack of support before the devastating earthquake. The healthcare sector leaders emphasize that the lack of assistance may lead
to its collapse in light of many injured hospital patients. In addition fo the shortage of medicines and medical equipment, there is a shortage of
medical personnel. Some healthcare workers could not confinue their work due fo the earthquake, some lost their relatives, and the homes of
others were destfroyed, leaving them homeless.

The hospitals confirm that a significant number of patienfs rescued from the rubble have suffered from the worsening or exacerbation of fractures
due to being carried by civilians incorrectly or without using special equipment for carrying the injured (stretchers). Therefore, it is imperative to
quickly provide specialized equipment for transferring patienfs with fractures.

A convoy of aid entered from the Bab al-Salam border crossing from Iragi Kurdistan, consisting of 12 trucks loaded with aid. Another convoy of aid
also arrived from the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia.

A Qatari rescue team arrived in northwestern Syria, equipped with devices for detecting survivors under the rubble, and started working in
cooperatfion with the civil defense. Unequipped Spanish rescue teams have also arrived in northwestern Syria.

Nearly 25 Egyptian volunteers, in coordination with the Turkish organization IHH, entered northern West Syria, some of whom were doctors.

720 Syrian casualties' bodies entered from the Bab al-Hawa border crossing into Syria fo be buried there following the destructive earthquake in
Turkey.

Information sources confirmed the need for preparation and fraining of teams to assess all buildings for safety or risk of collapse, as aftershocks
are expecfed fo confinue for several months. Additionally, some residents live in dangerous homes with no one to warn them of the danger,

meaning the threat to civilians' lives remains ongoing.
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Aftershocks continue in southern Turkey and northwestern Syria, forcing more civilians to flee their homes to farms and open spaces. There is an
urgent need to conduct a rapid assessment of buildings and demolish those under immediate risk of collapse.

Assessment committees composed of engineers in the city of Afrin have started fo assess the degree of danger of the houses. The committees
started marking the building as “safe buildings”, “dangerous buildings” (which pose a danger fo their inhabitants) and “high-risk buildings” (which
pose a danger to their inhabitants and neighbouring buildings and need to be demolished). However, this assessment is preliminary, and there is
a need for an in-depth assessment of the houses and a study of the soil in the area and the construction materials used. Many buildings were
constructed during the ongoing war and were not subject fo any control, and construction often does not apply earthquake safety standards.

The Free Syrian Civil Defense teams finished searching and rescuing operatfions of those trapped under the rubble and moved fo the stage of
recovering the bodies after almost losing hope of finding living people under the rubble. However, Civil Defense teams are still complaining about
the scarcity of fuel and the loss of spare parfs and maintenance for the vehicles, in addition to the urgent need fo provide more heavy vehicles.
Children who lost their parents and those who became unaccompanied due to the earthquake should be protected from human traffickers. There
were several cases of children who lost their parents under the rubble during this earthquake, and some people tried fo adopt them only fo be later
found untrustworthy. Several sources have confirmed that those people are human traffickers or traffickers of human organs. Thus, a mechanism
to protect unaccompanied children should be developed as soon as possible.

The biggest problem facing those affected by the earthquake is still ensuring fents, as the response is still limifed to distributing food, water botftles
and blankets, while the majority of those affected are in the open. Those affected by the earthquake also emphasize that the establishment of
temporary collective housing is necessary but insufficient, as some of those affected prefer to receive their tents and install them close fo their
damaged homes.

The complete absence of coordination of response is noted. Key informants confirmed that the response is limited to visiting the sites and disfributing

wafer and food without relying on a needs assessment or asking the affected people about their most urgent needs. This may be due fo the lack of
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necessary materials available to organizations that work to provide what they have available. However, coordination is necessary to reach the largest
number of affected people as soon as possible.

Cleaning work is almost completely stopped because all vehicles are used fo remove rubble, which led fo the accumulation of garbage in the
streefs. The rubble is also being fransferred to areas close to cities due to hasty evacuations, threatening with the spread of disease vectors, including
rodents and mosquitoes.

A humanitarian convoy of 15 frucks provided by IHH Turkish organization enfered from the Bab Al-Hawa Border Crossing into northwestern Syria.

The number of Syrian victims who died in Turkey and were fransferred to Syria through the Bab Al-Hawa Border Crossing reached 1,025.

The shelter

The enumeratfors were able fo assess the needs of 58 temporary shelters; the number of pre-existing displaced people residing in the shelfers is 8,805,
while after the earthquake, 23,108 people affected by the earthquake sought refuge in these shelters. The shelters need 5,703 heaters/stoves, 46,216 daily

meals, and 1,734,900 liters of heating fuel for a full month.

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The Syrian Civil Defense Free is working with all its power to remove the debris and extract those trapped under it. Despite the fact that time is passing
quickly and they may not be able fo extract all the frapped alive, the tasks that need fo be done are still great and they need supportf with equipment and
more volunteer teams to remove the rubble and destroy the houses that pose a threat to the residents (houses that are at risk of collapse). Therefore, the
enumerafors have been directed to assess the damage in the destroyed cities and towns that need support from the Free Syrian Civil Defense with more

volunteers and machinery.

The initial survey showed that the destroyed cities are:

In the countryside of Aleppo: the cities of Jandairis and Atareb.
In Idlib governorate: the cities of Salgin, Armanaz, and the towns of Besanya (Bseineh), Deir Hassan, and Milis.

In these destroyed cities and fowns, there are 677 fully damaged buildings, and information sources expect the presence trapped casualties underneath
89 buildings, the estimated number of tfrapped casualties under these buildings is 597 persons, and the number of buildings at risk of collapse is
estimated fo be 653, information sources confirm the need fo provide 104 feams fo work alongside the Civil Defense teams with 955 volunteers, and these

teams need support with equipment and machinery.
