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SitRep: 09: Humanitarian Situation in North-West Syria
Following the Devastating Earthquake

Chances Of Survival Are Shrinking With Every Minute

On February 6, 2023, at dawn, a strong earthquake hit southern Turkey and northern Syria with a magnifude of 7.8 on the Richter scale, resulfing in

thousands of casualties and thousands of injured in Turkey and North-West Syria.

The Assistance Coordination Unit (ACU), through its field team network represented by the following departments: Early Warning Alert and Response

Network, WASH, Polio Team, Immunization Program, Information Management Unit, DPU, and M&E conducted a needs and damage assessment following
the devastating earthquake. The number of casualties in North-West Syria was 4,327 and the number of injured was 7,910 with estimates confirming the

existence of hundreds of people trapped under the rubble and statistics still ongoing.

It is noted that the number of casualties decreased compared fo the previous day, as data was friangulafed with several sources of information, and it was

found that there was a duplicafe in recording some deaths in the previous days within several gatherings.

Number of casualties 4,327
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The number of completely destroyed buildings was 1,725 and the number of partially destroyed buildings was 7,240. The number of affected families from

this earthquake is over 11,000 families who are now homeless.
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Due fo the lack of facilities and the unavailability of safe havens and gathering points and the harsh weather conditions of low temperatures, rain, and snow,

and the exacerbation of the destructive aftermath over more than ten years of the ongoing war in Syria and the bombing of the regime and its allies, the

urgent
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needs are as follows:

Opening an air bridge between southern Turkey and northern west Syria fo fransfer critically injured patients fo Turkey and rapidly deliver medical
aid to northern west Syria.

Supporting hospitals and blood donation cenfers fo save lives and freat the injured.

Providing mobile clinics as most of the hospitals are overwhelmed with patients.

Providing medical supplies (surgical kits) for the clinics.

Providing psychological support o the affected families, children and women who have lost their loved ones during the disaster.

17,103 tents for shelftering affected families who have lost their homes.

171,030 blanketfs and mattresses

Distributing winter clothes to affected families who have left their homes without the ability fo provide themselves with adequate clothing in very
cold weather conditions.

5,130,900 liters of heating fuel (the needs of affected families for one month).

Securing shelter centers equipped with heating and sleeping materials (blankets and mattresses).

68,412 daily meals through mobile kitchens providing hot meals.

Ensuring daily bread supply for the affected individuals.

Providing requirements for the free civil defense from heavy machinery and equipment fo extract those trapped under the rubble as soon as

possible and secure the fire of these machines.
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We call upon the international community fo assume its responsibilities and take urgent measures to save those frapped under the rubble

and consider northwest Syria a region devastated by natfural disasters.

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The UN Under-Secretary-General for Humanitarian Affairs, Martin Krefeth, welcomed the decision of what he called 'Syrian President' Bashar al-
Assad fo open two additional border crossings to bring aid across the border to the earthquake-affected victims in northwestern Syria for only three
months. The Government of Syria has agreed to open the Bab al-Salameh and Al-Rai crossings to bring aid across the border from Turkey to assist
the earthquake victims. Those affected by the earthquake in northwestern Syria and civilian entities denounced the position of the UN Secretary-
General after the UN abandoned them and let them down while their children were losing their lives under the rubble. After ifs convoys were
delayed for three days, the UN Secretary-General thanked their killer Bashar al-Assad for allowing aid to be introduced for only three months. Many
stressed that only three months would not be enough to bring UN aid fo the earthquake victims, as the UN, in the first fen days of the earthquake,

could send only 58 frucks, or an average of about six trucks every day. Many see the one who laggard in saving lives, thanking a killer.

Media outlets compared the response of the Syrian people and the UN to the earthquake in northwestern Syria. The people of the eastern provinces
sent 75 trucks, while the UN managed to send only 58 frucks. The comparison included the distance travelled by the convoys. The Syrian donation
convoy fravelled hundreds of kilometers to reach northwestern Syria and crossed dozens of military checkpoints and three confrol areas through
three governorates. The UN convoy fravelled several kilomefers (UN warehouses are adjacent to the Syrian-Turkish border). The comparison
included the period the people of the eastern provinces took to collect donations; in return, UN aid was stacked in warehouses and the quality of
donations made by the people of the eastern regions due fo the poor assistance provided by the UN. It is noteworthy that the people of the eastern
provinces suffer from difficult humanitarian conditions, but they did not wait to respond to their distressed brothers.

A high-level UN delegation entered northwestern Syria on the ninth day of the earthquake fo visit the affected cities. A convoy of 32 frucks entered
from the Bab Al-Hawa Border Crossing carrying tents and humanitarian aid.

Many families whose homes have been damaged need transportation to get their furniture to safety. Civilians sit in front of their homes next to what
they were able to remove the furniture of their desfroyed homes, waiting for help o move them to neighboring camps or shelters in light of the

deterioration of their humanitarian conditions and their inability fo secure the cost of fransporting their furniture.
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* A medical delegatfion of 14 Syrian doctors residing in the United States of America enfered northwestern Syria fo treaf the injured from the
devastating earthquake.

* Residents in northwestern Syria are suffering from bread shortages because many bakeries have stopped working.

* There is a crisis of drinking water and water for use in the affected cities and fowns due to the stoppage of pumping water info public networks.

Many private and public wells have also stopped working. Long queues of water frucks are seen in front of the operational wells waiting for their

turn to fill the water, and the water frucks may wait several hours to fill.

The enumerators were able fo assess the needs of 96 femporary shelters; the number of pre-exisfing displaced people residing in the shelters is 25,582,
while after the earthquake, 48,097 people affected by the earthquake sought refuge in these shelfers. The shelters need 12,032 heaters/stoves, 96,194 daily

meals, and 3,609,600 liters of heating fuel for a full month.

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The Syrian Civil Defense Free is working with all its power to remove the debris and extract those trapped under it. Despite the fact that time is passing
quickly and they may not be able fo extract all the frapped alive, the tasks that need fo be done are still great and they need supportf with equipment and
more volunteer teams to remove the rubble and destroy the houses that pose a threat to the residents (houses that are at risk of collapse). Therefore, the
enumerafors have been directed to assess the damage in the destroyed cities and towns that need support from the Free Syrian Civil Defense with more

volunteers and machinery.

The initial survey showed that the destroyed cities are:

In the countryside of Aleppo: the cities of Jandairis and Atareb.
In Idlib governorate: the cities of Salgin, Armanaz, and the towns of Besanya (Bseineh), Deir Hassan, and Milis.

In these destroyed cities and fowns, there are 529 fully damaged buildings, and information sources expect the presence frapped casualfies underneath
89 buildings, the estimated number of tfrapped casualties under these buildings is 597 persons, and the number of buildings at risk of collapse is

estimated to be 653, information sources confirm the need fo provide 104 teams to work alongside the Civil Defense teams with 955 volunteers, and these

teams need support with equipment and machinery.

The population of the affected cities is 374,514. The residents of these cities may remain homeless for a long fime, as these cities have been largely destroyed.

Water and sewage systems within these cities have also been destroyed, making partially destroyed housing uninhabitable.

The number of schools in the affected cities is 50, and they were operafing before the devastafing earthquake. These schools had 28,429 students and 1,055
teachers. Students will not be able fo return to their schools during the second semester of the school year due fo their displacement or destruction of their
schools, which indicates the need to find alternative educational spaces for these children or provide them with a suitable learning environment in places

of displacement.
