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Chances Of Survival Are Shrinking With Every Minute

On February 6, 2023, at dawn, a sftrong earthquake hit southern Turkey and northern Syria with a magnitude of 7.8 on the Richfer scale, resulting in

thousands of casualties and thousands of injured in Turkey and North-West Syria.

The Assistance Coordination Unit (ACU), through its field team network represented by the following departments: Early Warning Alert and Response

Network, WASH, Polio Team, Immunization Program, Information Management Unit, DPU, and M&E conducted a needs and damage assessment following
the devastating earthquake. The number of casualties in North-West Syria was 4,540 and the number of injured was 8,786 with estimates confirming the
existence of casualties under the rubble and statistics still ongoing. The number of completely destroyed buildings was 1,869 and the number of partially

destfroyed buildings was 8,731.

More than 79 humanitarian workers lost their lives as a resulf of the devastating earthquake, most of them working for humanitarian NGOs. Fifty-five health
facilities were reported partially or completely destroyed, prompting the health system to operate af full capacity after being depleted during the COVID-19

pandemic, cholera outbreak, and other health problems.

As a result of the devastating earthquake, 148 cities and towns in northwestern Syria have been affected, including seven heavily affected cities, as the
population of the heavily affected cities is 374,514. Thus, the population of these cities may remain for a long time without shelter because these cities have
been largely destroyed, and watfer and sanifation systems within these cities have also been desfroyed, making partially desfroyed housing also

uninhabitable. The number of earthquake-affected residents within the cities and towns is 2,968,380. Some of them were directly affected by the loss or
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injury of a family member due fo the earthquake or the destruction of their homes completely or partially. Others were indirectly affected because they

were forced to move, or their income sources were stopped due to the devastating earthquake and the continued affershocks.

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Due fo the lack of facilities and the unavailability of safe havens and gathering points and the harsh weather conditions of low temperatures, rain, and snow,

and the exacerbation of the destructive aftermath over more than ten years of the ongoing war in Syria and the bombing of the regime and its allies, the

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needs are as follows:

Opening an air bridge between southern Turkey and northern west Syria fo fransfer critically injured patients fo Turkey and rapidly deliver medical
aid to northern west Syria.

Supporting hospitals and blood donation cenfers fo save lives and freat the injured.

Providing mobile clinics as most of the hospitals are overwhelmed with patients.

Providing medical supplies (surgical kits) for the clinics.

Providing psychological support fo the affected families, children and women who have lost their loved ones during the disaster.

17,466 tents for sheltering affected families who have lost their homes.

174,660 blankets and matfresses

Distributing winter clothes to affected families who have left their homes without the ability to provide themselves with adequate clothing in very
cold weather conditions.

5,239,800 liters of heating fuel (the needs of affected families for one month).

Securing shelter centers equipped with heating and sleeping materials (blankefs and mattresses).

69,864 daily meals through mobile kifchens providing hot meals.

Ensuring daily bread supply for the affected individuals.

Providing requirements for the free civil defense from heavy machinery and equipment fo extract those trapped under the rubble as soon as

possible and secure the fire of these machines.
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We call upon the international community fo assume its responsibilities and take urgent measures to save those frapped under the rubble

and consider northwest Syria a region devastated by natural disasters.

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The regime forces continue fo bombard northwestern Syria despite the catastrophic sifuafion the region suffers due to the earthquakes. In the

central region of |dleb governorate, the regime forces shelled the fowns of Banin and Fleifel.

According to 'a report issued by the UN, as of 01 March 2023, the emergency appeal for the earthquake in Syria received 171 million USD, or 43% of
the required support estimated at 397.6 million, to respond to the urgent needs of those affected by the earthquake for three months only. The
Humanitarian Response Plan (HRP) in Syria for 2022 has been funded by only 49% of the required amount of 4.4 billion USD. Only 219 million USD
has been secured out of the 4.8 billion needed to support the 2023 HRP.

Some organizafions conducted a malnufrition survey in the earthquake-affected areas of Syria between 6-26 February 2023, targefing 25,443
pregnant and lactating women, of whom 3,993 or more than 15% were undernourished, and 637 women were referred to receive appropriate
nufrition services. Similarly, more than 53,617 children under the age of 5 were surveyed, of whom 1,379 were moderately acufe undernourished

and 548 were acufely undernourished. Some 651 undernourished children were referred fo freafment centres.

The Al-Rai Border Crossing announced a temporary one-day suspension of entry and exit for holders of a fransit permit, except commercial frucks.

The reason for the closure is maintaining the wark system on the Turkish side of the crossing.

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e Inthe northern countryside of Aleppo, a huge fire broke out in the Bab al-Salama Camp near the Syrian-Turkish border. The fire injured five civilians

with burns of various degrees, suffocafion and shortness of breath for several displaced people, and the fire led fo the burning of ten tents.

e The number of aid trucks provided by the UN that entered northwest Syria since 09 February 2023 (affer the devastating earthquake) reached 535,

including 431 trucks from Bab al-Hawa Border Crossing, 86 trucks from Bab al-Salama Border Crossing, and 18 frucks from al-Rai Border Crossing.

o 35,079 Syrian refugees from Turkey have entered Syria through the border crossings as of the date of this report after the border crossings between
Syria and Turkey announced the start of receiving Syrians residing in Turkey under temporary protection in a leave allowed by Turkey. Syrians who
enter Syria will not be allowed fo return to Turkey for three months and will not be allowed to stay in Syria for more than six months. Most of the
Syrians left the stricken Turkish cities for Syria because of the deterioration of their living conditions, the high value of house rents and the
inferruption of their livelihoods during the earthquake. The Turkish government confirmed that 42,000 Syrian refugees left Turkey for Syria

voluntarily after the earthquake. The breakdown of Syrian visitors was as follows: 15,124 people enfered through Bab Al-Hawa, 9,274 through Bab

al-Salameh, and 10,681 through the Jarablus.

The enumerators were able fo assess the needs of 147 temporary shelters; the number of pre-existing displaced people residing in the shelters is 28,294,
while after the earthquake, 95,994 people affected by the earthquake sought refuge in these shelters. The shelters need 23,999 heaters/stoves, 1919,988
daily meals, and 7,199,700 liters of heating fuel for a full month.

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The Syrian Civil Defense Free is working with all its power to remove the debris and extract those trapped under it. Despite the fact that time is passing
quickly and they may not be able fo extract all the frapped alive, the tasks that need fo be done are still great and they need supportf with equipment and
more volunteer teams to remove the rubble and destroy the houses that pose a threat fo the residents (houses that are at risk of collapse). Therefore, the
enumerafors have been directed to assess the damage in the destroyed cities and towns that need support from the Free Syrian Civil Defense with more

volunteers and machinery.

The initial survey showed that the destroyed cities are:

In the countryside of Aleppo: the cities of Jandairis and Atareb.
In Idlib governorate: the cities of Salgin, Armanaz, and the towns of Besanya (Bseineh), Deir Hassan, and Milis.

In these destroyed cities and fowns, there are 529 fully damaged buildings, and information sources expect the presence frapped casualfies underneath
89 buildings, the estimated number of tfrapped casualties under these buildings is 597 persons, and the number of buildings at risk of collapse is

estimated to be 653, information sources confirm the need fo provide 104 teams to work alongside the Civil Defense teams with 955 volunteers, and these

teams need support with equipment and machinery.

The population of the affected cities is 374,514. The residents of these cifies may remain homeless for a long fime, as these cifies have been largely destroyed.

Water and sewage systems within these cifies have also been destroyed, making partially destroyed housing uninhabitable.

The number of schools in the affected cities is 53, and they were operafing before the devastafing earthquake. These schools had 28,429 students and 1,055
teachers. Students will not be able fo return to their schools during the second semester of the school year due fo their displacement or destruction of their
schools, which indicates the need to find alternative educational spaces for these children or provide them with a suitable learning environment in places

of displacement.
