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Regime forces continue fo bombard northwestern Syria despite the region’s cafastrophic situation due to earthquakes. In the western countryside
of Aleppo, regime forces shelled the fown of Kafr Amma with heavy artillery.

The number of aid trucks provided by the UN that entered northwest Syria since 09 February 2023 (after the devastating earthquake) reached 897,
including 704 trucks from Bab al-Hawa Border Crossing, 157 trucks from Bab al-Salama Border Crossing, and 36 frucks from al-Rai Border Crossing.
44,591 Syrian refugees from Turkey have entered Syria through the border crossings as of the date of this report after the border crossings between
Syria and Turkey announced the start of receiving Syrians residing in Turkey under temporary protection in a leave allowed by Turkey. Syrians who
enter Syria will not be allowed to return to Turkey for three months or stay in Syria for more than six months. Most Syrians indeed left the stricken
Turkish cifies for Syria because of the deterioration of their living conditions, the high value of house rents, and the inferruption of their livelihoods
during the earthquake. The Turkish government confirmed that 42,000 Syrian refugees left Turkey for Syria voluntarily after the earthquake. The
breakdown of Syrian visifors was as follows: 18,788 people entered through Bab Al-Hawa, 12,553 through Bab al-Salama, and 13,250 through
Jarablus crossings.

A Rainstorm hit Northwest Syria causing flood incidents in various IDPs sites. No deaths and injuries reported, and 532 fents were destroyed in 13
IDPs sites. And hundreds of tenfs have also been damaged as a resulf of rainwater leaking into them, The IDPs left their tenfs and took refuge in
the nearby towns, and some of the IDPs fook refuge in nearby schools, and many roads were cut off due fo the formation of torrential rains. There

is an urgent need for tents, NFI distribution, plastic sheets, and food parcels.

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On February 6, 2023, at dawn, a strong earthquake hit southern Turkey and northern Syria with a magnitude of 7.8 on the Richfer scale, resulting in

thousands of casualties and thousands of injured in Turkey and North-West Syria.

The Assistance Coordination Unit (ACU), through its field team nefwork represented by the following departments: Early Warning Alert and Response

Network, WASH, Polio Team, Immunization Program, Information Management Unit, DPU, and M&E conducted a needs and damage assessment following
the devastating earthquake. The number of casualties in North-West Syria was 4,540 and the number of injured was 8,786 with estimates confirming the
existence of casualties under the rubble and statistics still ongoing. The number of completely destroyed buildings was 1,869 and the number of partially

destroyed buildings was 8,731.

More than 79 humanitarian workers lost their lives as a resulf of the devastating earthquake, most of them working for humanitarian NGOs. Fifty-five health
facilities were reported partially or completely destroyed, prompting the health system to operate af full capacity after being depleted during the COVID-19

pandemic, cholera outbreak, and other health problems.

As a result of the devastating earthquake, 148 cities and towns in northwestern Syria have been affected, including seven heavily affected cities, as the
populatfion of the heavily affected cities is 374,514. Thus, the population of these cities may remain for a long time without shelter because these cities have
been largely destroyed, and watfer and sanifation systems within these cities have also been desfroyed, making partially desfroyed housing also
uninhabitable. The number of earthquake-affected residents within the cities and towns is 2,968,380. Some of them were directly affected by the loss or
injury of a family member due to the earthquake or the destruction of their homes completely or partially. Others were indirectly affected because they

were forced fo move, or their income sources were stopped due fo the devastating earthquake and the continued aftershocks.
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Searching for survivors under the rubble in the fown of Jandiris in the

Afrin region in the northern countryside of Aleppo
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Due fo the lack of facilities and the unavailability of safe havens and gathering points and the harsh weather conditions of low temperatures, rain, and snow,

and the exacerbation of the destructive aftermath over more than ten years of the ongoing war in Syria and the bombing of the regime and its allies, the

urgent
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needs are as follows:

Opening an air bridge between southern Turkey and northern west Syria to transfer critically injured patients to Turkey and rapidly deliver medical
aid to northern west Syria.

Supporting hospitals and blood donafion cenfers to save lives and freaf the injured.

Providing mobile clinics as most of the hospitals are overwhelmed with patients.

Providing medical supplies (surgical kits) for the clinics.

Providing psychological support o the affected families, children and women who have lost their loved ones during the disaster.

17,466 tents for sheltering affected families who have lost their homes.

174,660 blankets and matfresses

Distributing winter clothes to affected families who have left their homes without the ability to provide themselves with adequate clothing in very
cold weather condifions.

5,239,800 liters of heating fuel (the needs of affected families for one month).

Securing shelter centers equipped with heating and sleeping materials (blankefs and mattresses).

69,864 daily meals through mobile kitchens providing hot meals.

Ensuring daily bread supply for the affected individuals.

Providing requirements for the free civil defense from heavy machinery and equipment to exfract those trapped under the rubble as soon as

possible and secure the fire of these machines.

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The shelter

The enumerafors were able fo assess the needs of 172 temporary shelters; the number of pre-existing displaced people residing in the shelters is 28,461,
while after the earthquake, 109,786 people affected by the earthquake sought refuge in these shelters. The shelters need 19,461 heaters/stoves, 219,572 daily
meals, and 8,069,200 liters of heafing fuel for a full month.
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
