« Reporting: 367 65 20 5 199113

v’ This week, 92.4% of the reporting sites across the five Governorates in north of Syria (339 of 367) sites,
provided complete data and submitted zero weekly reports for EWARN Syndromes. 56.1% of these sites # of Sentinel Sites # of Subdistrict # of District
submitted their weekly reports on time.

v In Aleppo and Idleb, completeness reached 84% in Aleppo and 91% in Idleb. The timeliness in Aleppo was h N
46% and Idleb at 61%.

v During this reporting period, a total of 199.113 consultations were conducted, with children under the age of 5
accounting for 56.34% of the total.

= Disease Surveillance:

v Influenza-Like lliness (ILI) recorded the highest proportional morbidity at 17.73%, then Other Acute Diarrhea
5.44%.

v The reported suspected cholera cases in the zero weekly reports from sentinel sites in North Syria were 23,
compared to 18 cases in the previous week. The reported acute diarrhea for other causes (OAD) this week is
10.825, a 49.02% increase compared to the previous week.

v The AJS reported cases are 338 (24.55% increase compared to the previous week).

v There were 35.312 reported Influenza-Like lliness (ILI) cases (a 67.71% increase compared to the previous
week). Additionally, 516 cases of Severe Acute Respiratory Infection (SARI) were reported this week.

v This week, there is one case of Acute Flaccid Paralysis (AFP) has been reported.

= The diagnostic tests conducted this week were nine samples for influenza (all of them were negative).
