v There were 14.844 reported Influenza-Like lliness cases (ILI) (a 12.23% increase compared to the previous
week). Additionally, 176 cases of Severe Acute Respiratory Infection (SARI) were reported this week.

v This week, one case of Acute Flaccid Paralysis (AFP) has been reported.
